Judges

The Honorable Judge Christian Gunther is a highly qualified Confirmateur, AND Conformation , TAN, and Field Trial judge from  Belleville , France.   Belleville is a village in the East Central region of France.

Judge Gunther has been a hunter of field game all his life.  In the early days of hunting, he hunted hares and rabbits with Beagle hounds.  As life changed and he moved to other areas of France, he became interested in hunting game birds.  He was not satisfied with the English Setter he had acquired, and switched to the Epagneul Breton.  He has been with that breed to this day.  His first Breton was a female named “Biki”. She came from a championship field trial line as a pup from: Oan des Sources Claires X Ridchie des Sources Claires. 

Mr. Gunther bred his Epagneul Breton limitedly, producing about eight litters total from 1988 to 1994 using the kennel name: Elevage de Kernuiziere. His success with these high quality lines is admirable. Biki won several first place awards in Conformation Shows.  The progeny of Biki did well too. One offspring was Field Trial Champion of the Autumn.  Several others were “ Trialers” , which means they were close to becoming Champions of the field.

Judge Gunther’s vocation was School Master.  As such he lived on the school premises  just above the school facility.  There was little room for extra things such as dogs.  Thus, he stopped producing pups in 1994 at a time when he was also elected to Treasurer of the Club de l’Epagneul Breton of France ( CEB).

Mr. Gunther field trialed his own dog during 1990 to 1994. During this time he was also fully employed and he had little time for the competitions, but his dog still did well.  His dog Galice de Kernuiziere placed in the Spring and  Autumn field trials , and on woodcock Field Trials.  His dog was always well trained and a joy to run in competitions.  During the last year his dog competed, it won only first places and finished as Champion of Autumn.  Fantastic!

Judge Gunther began to study for his judging career in 1993 to later become Expert Confirmateur.  He began his Conformation Show Judging in 2000 in France.  He has judged  many  shows,  including  two “National d’Elevage” ( National French Shows).  One was in St. Lo in 2003 and the other in Rion Des Landes in 2005.  He judged the French Championship in Lyon in 2008 along with many other “Special Shows”.  He plans to judge the National Show held in Gujan Mestras , in the Southwestern region of France,  in 2009.  

Mr. Gunthers has been an invited guest to judge in many countries. These include: Greece, Serbia, Germany,  Norway, and now the USA.  All of the European judging assignments were under the FCI Rules of Europe.

The French club is the Club de L’Epagneul Breton (CEB).  Mr. Gunther began his involvement with the CEB with his dog Biki.  In 1990 he was a “Delegate”  (representative) for the Rhone-Alpes region of France.  He was elected to the CEB Committee ( Board of Directors) and Treasurer for the CEB in 1994 .  During 1997 to 2006 he was General Secretary for the CEB and was  also responsible for the CEB magazine publication.  In 2006 he was elected President of the French CEB and continues to serve in that capacity to the present time. In addition, in 2007 he was elected by the European presidents of CEB’s to be President of the AICEB ( an International Epagneul Breton Club ) .

The Honorable Judge Mr. Gunther is also an author of a very successful book on the Epagneul Breton.  This book:  “ L’Epagneul Breton” was first published in 1991 and reprinted many times having sold over 12,000 copies. To our knowledge, the book is now  scarcely available only from French or European sources.

Judge Gunther is incredibly qualified as a Confirmateur and  judge of the Field Trial, TAN, and Conformation Show for the CEB-US in 2009.  Welcome, Mr. Gunther,  we members of the CEB-US look forward with great anticipation to working with you.          

The Honorable Judge Reynald Lefebvre is a highly qualified Field Trail judge form Repentigny, Quebec, Canada.  Mr. Lefebvre judged for the FBGDA the first time in 2004 at the annual meeting in South Dakota when the FBGDA held it’s first ever field trial. This was soon after the UKC named him as a Senior level field trial judge. Mr Lefebvre says that judging field trial is more than a hobby; it  is a real passion.  It is also a time for him to observe how the various breeds are improving and changing in field work, and to appreciate what breeders and trainers are doing with the different pointing dog breeds. 

In his work life the last 28 years he works for the Montreal Canada Metro.   His work is mostly in beautification and repairs. 

Judge Lefebvre has had Epagneul Bretons for 24 years.  He trains, hunts, and has trialed them, but he has not produced  Breton puppies.  He and his family do produce puppies of the Toy and Miniature Poodle breeds. 

Mr. Lefebvre trains his own dogs , trains dogs professionally, and handles dogs in field trials and competitions personally and professionally.  Judge Lefebvre’s Epagneul Bretons have won many championships in Canadian field trials.  Some of his dogs are not only dogs for field trial , but they also hunt full time for about six weeks each fall during the Woodcock and Ruffed Grouse seasons in Canada.  He also trains his dogs for water retrieving of ducks and geese.

In his dog training life, Judge Lefebvre has also created a training method, and written a Training Manual on the training of the pointing dog by the natural ability of the  dog from a puppy stage to the hunting, field trialing , and  retrieving work as an  adult. The manual is limitedly available for dog owners and trainers in the Quebec , Canada region.  The manual is not yet published for full Canadian and international sales as he is still updating it for the final works.

Judge Lefebvre’s additional judging qualifications are far reaching.  He has judged extensively in field trials under the Canadian Kennel Club Rules.  He is also a judge for all pointing breeds under the FCI (French and European ) rules.  And, he has judged under the “ Quebec Federation of Pointing Dog Rules”.  Mr Lefebvre was named official judge by the FQCCA (Canada) in 1999.  IN 2002, he judged in France for 21 days seeing over 300 pointing dogs during this time.  In 2003, he again judged in France for 18 days seeing over 300 dogs in these trials.  

The Honorable Judge Mr. Reynald Lefebvre is a highly qualified and well experienced field trial judge. Welcome Mr. Lefebvre, members of the CEB-US look forward to working with you. 

CLASSIFICATION

	T.A.N.:
	Dogs entering the T.A.N. must be three years of age or less on the day of the T.A.N., must be registered with the UKC and may not have already earned a T.A.N. previously.

No dogs in heat may participate in the T.A.N.

	Field Trial:

Classes, Gun Dog and Open
	The Gundog Class is open to dogs 6 months of age or older registered with the UKC and free of any disqualifying breed faults, and which have not earned a pass/placement or title in a higher class.   

The Open dog class is open to dogs 1 year of age or older registered with the UKC and free of any disqualifying breed faults.  

On March 25th Open Braces will be run. On March 26th Both classes will be run solo Type (W) Wild.  On March 27th both classes will be run solo Type (L) and open Braces Liberated, the species is quail. No dogs in heat may participate in the field trial.

NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS

1. All events are held under the Rules and Regulations of the United Kennel Club, Inc. (U.K.C.)

2. Absolutely no alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs will be allowed on the grounds or in the buildings on the day of a U.K.C. licensed event. 

3. U.K.C., CEB-US, their agents, and employees assume no responsibility for any loss, damage, or injury sustained by spectators or by exhibitors and handlers, or to any of their dogs or property, and further assume no responsibility for injury to children not under the control of their parents or guardians. U.K.C./CEB-US. are not responsible for loss, accidents or theft. 

4. Dogs may arrive any time prior to their scheduled time of judging. Dogs not required for further judging will be excused. 

5. No smoking in all buildings and areas designated as such.

6. Exhibitors and dog owners are expected and required to clean up after their own dogs. Any person witnessing a violation of this rule must report it to the Event Committee. The Event Committee may ask any person violating this rule to leave the event grounds. No refund will be made if an exhibitor is asked to leave the grounds.

7. UKC will vigorously support any motel that files a complaint about exhibitors who fail to keep their dogs quiet or to clean up after them. In order that the bad conduct of a few exhibitors does not spoil it for the majority of responsible exhibitors, U.K.C. will take strong disciplinary action against any offenders.

8. All dogs at the T.A.N. and Field Trial must be contained and in control at all times.  The exception being if there are designated exercise and field work areas available.  Dogs must be collared, on a leash or tie out chains, or in a kennel when not performing in the T.A.N. or Field Trials.  During the Field Trial, dogs not yet competing should be out of sight of the Field Trialing area and immediate management area.

9. All owners and handlers must sign the release and waiver of liability which is a part of the entry form as a condition of being allowed to participate.

GENERAL INFORMATION 

1. General meeting, T.A.N and Field Trial areas are not protected by security.  No dog(s) may be left on any meeting grounds overnight.

2.  All times are Central Standard Time.

3. No admission or parking fees. 

ENTRY ELIGIBILITY 

1. Dogs must be Permanently Registered with the UKC as an Epagneul Bretons (French Brittany), or have a UKC Temporary Listing Number (TL#) by the entry closing date in order to enter. No exceptions will be made. Entries for ineligible dogs will be returned.  

2. No substitutions for entered dogs are allowed.

3. No bitches in heat allowed on trial or TAN grounds.

TRIAL AREA AND TYPE

The 2009 Field Trial will be conducted on native vegetation and planted vegetation habitat usual to the Iowa upland bird ecosystem.  The trial will be a Type W (wild bird) and Type L (liberated bird) trial. The handler is asked to ready, be familiar with and abide by the T.A.N. and Field Trial Rules as published by U.K.C.

PLACINGS / PRIZES

T.A.N.:  The T.A.N. is a pass or fail test.

1. Dogs that are not successful may enter a future TAN event if they are three years of age or less on the day of that event. A dog may also receive a TAN during a Field Trial.

2. Dogs passing the TAN will receive:

A. A   U.K.C. T.A.N. Certificate and TAN initials added to their dog’s UKC registration papers.

B. A  T.A.N. Ribbon from CEB-US

Field Trial (both Novice and Open Class):

1. Placement of dogs in the Field Trial is not mandatory.  All dogs will pass or fail according to judge’s final ruling. 

2. Awards:

A. First Place: To receive a Trophy and Ribbon from the CEB-US.

B. Reserve:  To receive a Trophy and Ribbon from the CEB-US

C. Dogs that earn a Pass with Honor: A Trophy and Ribbon from CEB-US

D. Dogs that earn a Pass: A Ribbon from CEB-US

The drawn running order is a guideline as to running order and time.  Handlers and their dogs must be readily available at the judges’ disposal to accommodate any change in running order.  All dogs not needed for further judging will be excused.

A. T.A.N.: $30.00 Novice: $40.00 Open:  $50.00 Entry closing date: March 10th , 2009

SUBMITTING ENTRIES 

1. Entries may be submitted on the Official U.K.C. Entry Form included with this Premium List or on any current official U.K.C. Entry Form. Downloaded copies or photocopies of these forms may be used as well.  All entries must be directed to Field Trial Secretary.

2. Entries must include the fully completed Entry Form and the associated fees. Entries received without fees will not be accepted. 

3. Entries must be received no later than 4:30pm March 10th  2009.

PAYMENT

1. Payment may be made by cash, check, or money order. No entry will be accepted without payment. 

2. Make checks and money orders payable to “CEB-US” Checks and money orders must be payable in U.S. funds. 

3. Post-dated checks or returned checks do not constitute a valid entry.  CEB-US will add a collection fee to the amount of each returned check or money order.  Exhibitors who repeatedly submit invalid entry fees may be put on a CASH ONLY basis.

REFUNDS 

1. No refund of entry fees will be made for entries cancelled after the Entry deadline, except in the cases of bitches that come into season. In those cases, refunds may be obtained by providing CEB-US with a veterinarian’s certificate verifying that the bitch came into season after the closing date. The certificate may be mailed, provided the postmark is no later than the date prior to the day of the trial, or delivered by hand to the CEB-US Event Committee before the start of the T.A.N. or Field Trial. 

2. Entry fees shall not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by Veterinarian or Judge, or barred from competition by action of Event Committee.

3. If, because of riots, civil disturbances, or other acts beyond the control of the host organization it is impossible to open or to complete a show or trial, no refund of entry fee will be made.

4. Every effort will be made to find all duplicate entries before processing. If a duplicate entry is processed, however, no refund will be made.

5. If, in the opinion of the host club, the well being of dogs, exhibitors or spectators is at risk due to extreme weather conditions, such as, but not limited to snow storms, hurricanes, lightning, or extreme heat, the host club may cancel or stop a show or trial before completion. No refunds will be made in such cases.

ENTRY CONFIRMATION 

1. Written confirmation of entries will be made by the Field Trial Secretary by email (if one is provided) as soon as practicable after receipt of the Entries. If you do not receive your confirmation by the Saturday preceding this event, please notify the F.B.G.D.A. Field Trial Secretary at 319.640.5877 or jitzsue@gcmuni.net 

2. Receipt of e-mail entries will be acknowledged immediately by return e-mail but this does not constitute an official entry nor a confirmation of the entry. Entry will be confirmed upon receipt of the appropriate entry fees. 

CORRECTION OF ENTRY 

1. Owners are responsible for the accuracy of information in the entry forms, regardless of who may make such errors. Owners and exhibitors are responsible for correcting any errors in their entry.

2. Dogs that, according to their owners’ records, have completed the requirements for a placing or title after the closing of entries, may be transferred from the entered class to another class for which the dog is now eligible, provided that a request for transfer is made in writing to U.K.C. not later than one-half hour prior to the start of any regular judging at the T.A.N. and Field Trial.  

3. All other corrections to entries must be made in writing to U.K.C. not later than one-half hour prior to the start of any regular judging at the T.A.N. and Field Trial.

ARMBANDS 

One armband will be assigned to each entered dog for all shows and trials in which the dog is entered for the weekend. Please pick up your armband prior to the start of judging.
